Adventurers: Entering grades 7+8

Teambuilding activities and service projects combine with
outdoor adventure activities and an extra field trip.

Counselors in Training

Our C.I.T. program is for those entering grades 9 through 11
who have an interest in becoming counselors. CIT’s receive
training in crucial areas such as behavior management,
activities and games, supervision, First Aid, and a variety of
other topics. The training will be coupled with daily immersion,
observation, and engagement with both school aged and
preschool aged camp groups. Applicants should have a
genuine interest in working with children and be prepared to
fully commit to a minimum of 4 weeks in the program.

Adventurers Age Group Split

The Adventurers age group will be split into two groups to
provide better age appropriate activities for both. The two age
groups will still take an extra field trip together.
